Start 

I am sure of my 

program of study. 

1.Complete a paper or online  
application for admission and 
submit  it to the Admissions 
Office. If you are unsure of 
your major, see next block. 

2. Have *official transcripts 
from high school and any 
college attended sent to Ad-
missions Office at Isothermal. 

3. After steps 1 & 2 are com-
plete and verified by Admis-
sions, schedule your place-
ment test.  

Make an appoint-
ment with a 
counselor, com-
plete an interest 
inventory and be 
advised about 
which majors 
may match you 
interests. At this 
point you may 
choose a program 
of study,  and 
have an advisor 
assigned.  

Student calls advi-
sor and makes an 
appointment for 
advising. Advisor 
will interpret test 
scores and advise 
academic course of 
action. Advisor 
can give student 
specific informa-
tion pertaining to 
their chosen pro-
gram of study. 

Student registers for appropriate 
classes and goes by the business 

office to pick up schedule.
